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Brewery Tours

Brewery tours of the Molson Coors brewery site are available for students aged 14 and over.
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guided tour around the largest brewery site in the UK.

Burton brewery produces approximately 5.5 million barrels per year. Products based on this
site include Carling lager, Coors Light, Grolsch, Worthington and Cobra.

The tour of the brewery outlines the Brewhouse in detail and the process of brewing that
takes place. There is also an opportunity to see the warehouse and packaging areas, so the
whole process can be understood from start to finish.

The tour lasts for an hour and a half and can be combined with a visit around the national
brewery Centre and/or a presentation.

Brewery tours can only be offered to groups who have their own minibus or coach which will
be required to transport groups onto the brewery site. Unfortunately the tour is not suitable
for students who are unable to climb a large number of steps and a significant amount of
walking.
